By His 
grace, we will become an international prayer ministry beyond our website exposure on the Internet. The 
vehicle God has chosen for us is the Global Celebration for Women being held in Houston from September 
19 through the 21st. We supernaturally became a partner on their partnership network, which consists of 
thirteen international ministries who are the founding partners, and over thirty-five national/international 
ministries for Christian women. What a blessing and honor God has given to WNP. Please read the 
enclosed brochure, spread the word and make plans to attend.

          I would like to explain why WNP is going beyond San Antonio, instead of just focusing on our city.
Over the years God has given me many scriptures, that in His timing He would take us to the ends of the 
earth. Among the scriptures is, “You have dwelt long enough at this mountain (San Antonio). Turn and 
take your journey… I have set the land before you, go in and possess the land.”  (Deuteronomy 1:6-21)
The Lord gave it to me on January 19, 2000, March 24, 2000 and March 3, 2001. In my mind’s eye, I have 
been seeing women across the nations meeting in a neighbor’s home, united in Christ to pray specifically 
for their city and nation.  What an awesome sight that is!

          I have been glued to the Lord and His word since January of this year.  I have walked by faith more 
than ever in my life. But when the opportunity came to us to go international, we knew the decision was too 
big for us to make alone. I was in a spiritual fog and was literally fearful of stepping out in faith and having 
a display table at the Global Celebration. I put out a plea to Godly individuals to ask God to give our 
leadership and me His wisdom.  Through much Godly counsel and prayer from our Advisory Board 
Members and the WNP leadership team, the oppression was lifted from me and in its place came hope and 
a greater tenacity to press forward. We believe it is the Lord’s will for us to have the display table at the 
conference.  We will be talking with women about starting a WNP group in their neighborhood, using the 
“Prayer Kit”, as indicated on our website. A woman attending who is interested in serving the Lord as a 
Prayer Guide or Prayer Hostess need only to complete and return a “Leadership Profile” to us and we will 
ship her a Prayer Kit, which includes specific training material at the suggested donation price of $25.00 
plus shipping costs. The Lord has connected us with a reprographics company, which is giving us an 
excellent price to enable us to break even on the kit, for which we give them, and God thanks.

          Do we have enough Staff, volunteers, or finances to take this leap of faith to go international? No, we 
don’t have it in our hand, but our Father who is faithful, has all that we will never need. He has birthed the 
vision, He is bringing it to pass and He will provide our every need. He has never failed us and with faith 
we go forward in obedience to Him.

         We just completed our revised edition of the Prayer Guide and Prayer Hostess Manual for 
the San Antonio area and held a training session on September 7th. Currently WNP has 25 active 
groups praying in the San Antonio area and we will continue to pray for more women to join us in 
prayer for our city. The women in our groups as well as many other intercessors have prayed the 
following scripture over our city for years, “And they shall call them The Holy People, The 



Redeemed of the Lord, and you shall be called, Sought Out, a City Not Forsaken.”  (Isaiah 
62:12)  God has blessed San Antonio with many pastor prayer groups, prayer organizations and 
new evangelistic concerts and dramas for our youth. Many churches are holding weekly services 
dedicated to prayer. It is through the collective prayers of the body of Christ throughout our city 
that God has brought all of this about and enlarged WNP’s  territory! I praise Him for each of you 
who are coming together monthly to pray! San Antonio is our city and what a great city for the 
WNP Corporate office! Thank you for your prayers for our leadership team and me and for 
continuing to trust God for the increase of intercessors and the end time harvest of souls in San 
Antonio and across our world.
